• The Color Play House is the centerpiece of Color Play.  This colorful house with whimsical 
trompe-l'oeil detailing beckons everyone to enter its front door and explore.   

 
• In The Rainbow Room, the 12 light chandelier in the center rotates, making moving rainbow 

reflections on the holographic refraction material on the ceiling.  With comfortable places to sit, 
the Rainbow Room is also a place to enjoy a variety of books about color and learn the science 
behind rainbows. 

 
• A Pr ism's Rainbow introduces the basic science concept that white light is made of colors.   

 
• The Big Kaleidoscope is big enough that a whole family or a group of kids can see the colorful 

patterns mix and change when someone turns the crank.   
 

• At the Neon Swir l, a colorful neon sculpture, visitors turn the crank and watch what happens!!   
 

• The Stroop Test - it looks easy-- reading aloud the names of colors.  What makes it fun?  
They're printed in the wrong colors!  The word "red" is printed in green, the word "blue" is 
printed in yellow.  The words are simple to read, but the brain sees the colors, not the words 
and gets easily tripped up.
